Action Requested: To change the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map Future
Land Use Designation from Residential to Commercial.

Date of Public Hearing: January 12, 2009 at 6 pm Village Municipal Center
Summary: The applicant has requested that the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use
Map be amended to show this property as future commercial so that they can proceed
with rezoning the property to B3 (General Commercial) and expand the current

Wonderfully Made Childcare Center onto the property.

General Location of subject Property: Lot 2 of Certified Survey Map #14826 Volume
66 Page 98. Also known as 5402 Pine Park Street and consisting of 0.3640 acres.

Existing Zoning: The current zoning on the property is R-2 (Residential Single Family)
— 10,000 sq ft minimum.

Surrounding Zoning: R-2 (Single-Family Residential — 10,000 sq ft minimum) to the
South and East, B3 (General Commercial) to the West and North.

Existing Land Use: The existing land use of the property is residential. There is
currently a single-family home located on the property that is being used as a rental
unit.

Surrounding Land Use: The property is adjacent to single-family residences to the
south and east and commercial areas to the north and west. There is currently a
daycare center to the west and a strip mall to the north.

Parcel Size: The parcel is approximately .3640 acres.

Comprehensive Plan Map designation: The property is currently designated as
future residential on the comprehensive plan future land use map.



Relevant Policies:

» Section 94.239 Approval Criteria (1) through (12)
(a) The following criteria shall be considered in any review and approval of amendments
to the Village of Weston Comprehensive Plan and Future Land Use map:

(1) The change is consistent with the overall goals and objectives of the Village of
Weston Comprehensive Plan.

(2) The proposed amendment advances goals, policies and objectives of the
Comprehensive Plan.

(3) Consideration of the previous record if the amendment was reviewed and denied
during a previous comprehensive plan review.

(4) The change does not create an adverse impact on public facilities and services that
cannot be mitigated.

(5) Development resulting from the change does not create an undue or adverse impact
on surrounding properties. Such development should be consistent with the physical
character of the surrounding neighborhood or would upgrade and improve its
viability.

(6) The change allows a more viable transition to the planned uses on adjacent
properties than the current land use.

(7) The change does not have a significant adverse impact on the natural environment
including trees, slopes and groundwater, or the impact could be mitigated by
improvements on the site or in the same vicinity.

(8) There is a change in Village actions or neighborhood characteristics that would
justify a change.

(9) The change corrects an error made in the original plan.

(10)  There is a community or regional need identified in the comprehensive plan for
the proposed land use or service.

(11) The proposed relationship of the proposed amendment to other village codes and
regulations.

(12) The change does not adversely impact any landmarks or other historically
significant structures or properties unless mitigated through relocation,
commemoration or dedication.

(b) To change a designation, the proposed Future Land Use map amendment must do one

of the following:

(1) Respond to a substantial change in conditions beyond the property owner’s control
applicable to the area within which the subject property lies; or

(2) Better implement applicable comprehensive plan polices than the current map
designation; or

(3) Correct an obvious mapping error; or

(4) Address an identified deficiency in the Comprehensive Plan.

(c) Comprehensive Plan amendment(s) shall be consistent with Village Planning Policies
and the Village of Weston Comprehensive Plan goals, objectives and policies.

Future Actions that will need to be taken for the property: If approved, the Plan
Commission will need to approve a resolution recommending the comprehensive plan
amendments for approval at an upcoming meeting. The Village Board will then need to
hold a 30-day public review period followed by a public hearing on the entire amended



plan. For the amended plan to be approved, the Village Board will need to adopt the
amended plan by ordinance. The applicant has also requested a rezone of the property
to B-3, if the comp plan amendment is approved, the PC will need to make a
recommendation on the rezone request at a future public hearing.

MONDAY, JANUARY 9, 2009 — 6:00 P.M.

CALL TO ORDER

Village President, Fred Schuster called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Members present
were Mike Stenstrom, Mary Hancock, John Evans, and Dave Diesen. DPW Keith Donner
attended late, due to another meeting. Trustee Mark Maloney was excused. Community
Development Director, Jennifer Higgins, Building Inspector, Scott Tatro, and Recording
Secretary, Valerie Parker were present. (Future Weston Academy) Ad Hoc Members, Dan
Froelich, Tom Kislow, and Jennifer Kislow were present. Trustees Loren White and Karen
Schmutzler were also present. There were about 6 audience members present.

PUBLIC HEARINGS — 6:00 P.M.

PUBLIC HEARING — APPLICATION #CPMA-12-08 1057 HAVING BEEN FILED WITH THE
VILLAGE CLERK BY HPI PROPERTIES LLC, PO BOX 116, ROTHSCHILD, WI 54474,
REQUESTING A COMPREHENSIVE PLAN MAP AMENDMENT TO CHANGE THE FUTURE
LAND USE DESIGNATIONS ON THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP FROM RESIDENTIAL TO
COMMERCIAL ON THE PROPERTY KNOWN AS 5402 PINE PARK STREET

Marv Anderson, 8600 White Pine Court, Wausau, spoke in favor. He stated this day care has
been doing well and that the day care has shown to be an asset to the community.

Higgins explained that they came before the Board, back in November, requesting the Plan
Commission allow them to put in this request outside the normal comprehensive plan
amendment proceedings. Now they are coming before the Plan Commission to start the
process with this public hearing. If the Plan Commission recommends a change to the future
land use map, it would still go to the Board, after a 30-day public review period (sometime next
month or the following month) before it becomes a change on the comprehensive plan map.

Linda Forbess, 5417 Pine Park Street, was present in opposition. She read a letter (attached)
that she and her husband wrote in opposition to this change. She stated that the owner of
5410 Pine Park Street (Wayne Akavickas, who staff showed received a copy of this notice at
his mailing address in Wausau) told Forbess he never received notice on this change, she was
under the impression that he would be against this change.

Schuster questioned Anderson on the number of additional children. Anderson thought that
with the license there would be about 70-75 children total, he is not certain though, and will
check with the business owner. Schuster questioned if there would be a way to design this,
and would they have adequate parking if all the access was off of Normandy Street.
Anderson stated that they could make a driveway through area along the side of the property
leading to the other side. Anderson stated that the owner was hoping to connect the buildings
and have clients come in off of Normandy Street and have only staff come in off of Pine Park
Street. Anderson stated that now they are planning to connect (along the south side of the
building) all to create one structure. There was some discussion on previous and current
preliminary plans.

Higgins reminded the members that this is a comprehensive plan amendment only, not a
rezone or site plan review. Typically Plan Commission would not even be seeing these plans
yet. Higgins pointed out that daycares can go in residential districts through conditional use
permits. Staff felt that because the other building is already zoned commercial, that it works
better if this is looked at as one commercial site.
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Evans stated that he is concerned when there are residential neighbors involved. He wants to
be sure we have public input at rezone and site plan review.

There was more discussion on number kids, age groups, and the specialized care done at this
center. Anderson stated that they do transport by school bus and van.

Kislow explained his concern of future needs. There was discussion that there is a shortage of
daycare centers available, especially those that take in special needs children.

1. Close Hearing/Discussion and Action on Application #CPMA-12-08-1057.
Schuster closed the public hearing at 6:25 p.m.

*W/S/P Evans/Diesen: to approve Application #CPMA-12-08-1057 by HPI Properties LLC,
PO Box 116, Rothschild, WI 54474, for a Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment to
change the future land use designations on the Future Land Use Map from Residential
to Commercial on the property known as 5402 Pine Park Street, with Evans’ comments
back to HPI that he will not approve the rezone unless there are more plans shown later
and more back-up information provided.

Schuster informed Anderson that we would want to know a number of children and/or
alternative designs. Stenstrom suggested a staff-only access on Pine Park Street. Evans
suggested that Anderson have HPI contact the neighbors and get their concerns. Higgins
stated that another notice for public hearing will beé sent for the Board Meeting, and at the time
of rezone request. Stenstrom questioned if the notice that gets mailed to residents include a
list of all people who received the notice. Higgins explained that these notices only go out to
properties within 300 feet of the affected property. Forbess feels that this change would
impact the entire neighborhood along Pine Park Street and requested that the Village notify
everyone on this street of the upcoming hearings.

B. PUBLIC HEARING - CONSIDERATION OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 94.174
OF THE ZONING CODE RELATING TO ZONING DISTRICT NUMERICAL REGULATIONS
Higgins stated back in 2003 the zoning chart went from one software program to another
software program. After an issue came up just recently, they were looking at the revised chart,
she noticed that information was missed during the transition. This has been missing for about
3 years now, which makes it law (according to our attorney). She explained some of the
changes and additions that were now made.

Stenstrom stated that the sign for the dance studio is still in a wrong place. Higgins stated that
is relating to sign setbacks. Higgins explained the sign setbacks.

Higgins stated staff noticed, during an issue with a chronic nuisance property, driveway
regulations in the code did not reflect what was on the driveway application. Tatro asked that

we include information from the application in the code, so that when we do have to enforce,
we can enforce issues that deal with the size of driveways. She stated that this specifies the
width of driveways based on single family homes, size of garage, etc. She stated that Donner
had a comment that this should be measured from the road right-of-way line or the front of the
sidewalk. Tatro stated this would be driveway areas at the right-of-way line. There was
discussion that all existing driveways would be grandfathered-in.

FUTURE MEETING TOPICS

CHAPTER 94, ARTICLE IX SIGNS — REVISIONS TO CURRENT CODE MEMBERS WOULD
LIKE TO SEE MADE :

Higgins stated that she will attempt to now fully revise the sign ordinance. She is looking for
the members’ ideas and thoughts on temporary signs, arrow temporary message board signs,
etc. She stated the businesses have been taking advantage of our sign ordinance, working
their way around our system to have the temporary signs all over.

Stenstrom suggested to make the permit apply to the property, not the applicant. He also
suggested to require a deposit on temporary signs. Evans is not in favor of Stenstrom’s first
suggestion, but likes the deposit idea. Diesen does not see why we are letting those
temporary signs in. Diesen does not want us to allow some of these temporary signs. There
was discussion on only allowing temporary signs while new business tenants are waiting on
their new permanent signs. Evans is in favor of allowing temporary signs for new businesses
and in the event of road closures. Hancock stated when someone applies, tell them what
happens on day 31, that we could confiscate the sign. Froelich stated to base the permit fees
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on an escalating sign. Higgins thinks the Village of Plover has a sign ordinance that she can
review. There was discussion on the digital signs. Schuster questioned penalties, and there
was discussion on the length of time allowed to change the display on digital message board
signs. There was discussion on allowed colors on the digital message board signs. Evans
stated we should limit temporary signs to 30 days at time of the new business opening. There
was discussion on sign heights. Hancock and Schuster feel 30 feet in height is fine for a
maximum. Stenstrom feels 30 feet is too tall. Froelich stated height limit can be based on
brightness. He suggested limiting digital signs from flashing all lights (within the sign) at once.

Evans suggested we revisit our previous meeting minutes to see the comments that were
made.

As a nearby resident to the property in question (the request to rezone 5402 Pine Park St
from residential to commercial), we have several points concerning this pending action.
In general, the Future Land Use map has promoted the concept that the commercial
properties are to be located on the Schofield Ave corridor. As such, this maintains the
primary traffic access to the commercial properties from Schofield Ave. or within the
commercial property corridor. Allowing 5402 Pine Park St to be designated Commercial
will result in access from the residential portion of Pine Park street. The outcome will be
increased traffic in the residential area with the attendant noise and safety problems.

As the owners of the residential property (currently vacant) directly across the street from
the 5402 property (i.e. — 5403 Pine Park St), we are very concerned about the negative
impact on the value of the property by having commercial property directly across from
the “front yard” of the residential location.

We would prefer that 5402 remain in the residential zone. Ifit is determined to rezone
this property as commercial, we would request the following: Restrict the 5402 property
from having access from Pine Park St so that the approach to the combined property
would be from Normandy St only. In addition, the 5402 property should maintain some
barrier plants (trees or suitable shrubs) along Pine Park St. to preserve a general
residential “atmosphere”.
