In an effort to raise awareness of
Domestic Violence in the greater Wausau area, the
Village Administrator and | are spearheading a
domestic violence initiative that has been titled
Everest Men Respect Women. It is our hope that
as we shine a bright light on this problem, that
women that are being abused will feel empowered to
come foreword, and that struggling couples will seek
the help they need to stop these violent acts. We
have already had a very positive response from
clergy in the area, and the school district will be
focusing more attention to educating kids on how to
deal with conflict in their relationships and families.
This past year we have made 88 arrests for
domestic abuse.. In nearly every case, excessive
use of alcohol was a factor. Make no mistake
about it; abuse in the family is not about anger, it
is about one person attempting to control
another through intimidation and violence. There
is help available through the Police Department
(359-4202) or the Women’s Community (842-
5663). The second part of this initiative is being
created for the Hmong families. There are about
1,200 Hmong people living in Weston, and it is our
hope to provide them with the resources and support
when there is a crisis in the family. We are working
with the Hmong community leaders to ensure that
our message gets out. If you are being abused, or
know of someone who is, let us know. No one
deserves to be hurt, humiliated, or threatened.

Our officers were successful in capturing the Pay
Day Loan armed robber. Aaron Smith was arrested
when people living in the East Neupert Street
neighborhood called police to report that they were
watching him move through their back yards. | have
always agreed with the statement that “the police
are the people and the people are the police”. We
can do our jobs only when the community comes
along side. Those persons that assisted us were
given cash awards from Marathon County Crime
Stoppers as a way of saying thank you for their help.
Smith’s arrest cleared robberies in Weston, Wausau,
and Merrill.

In the first half of 2007, EMPD investigated 90
traffic accidents that occurred on streets and
highways. Of those, 13 happened on Sth. 29 in the
Village of Weston. While highway 29 is in our
jurisdiction, we do not routinely patrol the highway
as our traffic priority is on village and city streets. |
have asked the Wisconsin State Patrol to increase
their patrols of highway 29 for traffic enforcement
and to be available to investigate crashes. The
traffic accidents caused an economic loss of
$2,066,400 in the Village.

2007: A YEAR OF CHANGE
FOR WESTON FIRE & EMS

During the first 11 months of 2007, Weston Fire has
already responded to more calls than in any
previous year. Weston Fire has so far responded to
868 EMS calls, and 135 fire calls for a total of 1,003
calls. We are projecting a total of 1,100 calls in
2007, as compared to 996 calls in 2006, which set
the previous response record for our department.

Full time staffing of the station with paid personnel
provided a major improvement of our response times
in 2007. In late March Weston Fire initiated full time,
paid staffing of the station with additional
firefighter/EMT’s funded by a voter approved
referendum. Our response times since initiating
24/7 staffing have averaged 5.6 minutes. Prior to
24/7 staffing, our response times averaged between
11 and 12 minutes during the 52% of the week when
the station was not staffed by paid members.

Consistently faster
response times have
improved our ability to

make life saving
interventions on
emergency medical

calls and to initiate fast

fire attacks.  Our fast

fire response teamed with our automatic fire
response agreement with Wausau Fire resulted in
two major fire “saves” in 2007, one being the rescue
of an occupant from a burning mobile home and the
other being an aggressive interior attack of a large
fire inside Weston Lanes. The rescued occupant
from the mobile home made a full recovery from his
injuries.  Dale’s Weston Lanes was open for
business within a week of the fire, despite the major
fire that occurred. Less than a year later Dale’s is
fully restored and offering full services.

Our volunteer members continue to be a key
element of our department. Paid members get on
scene quickly and initiate the first interventions, but
our volunteer members are needed to provide fully
staffed fire attack, EMS, and rescue services.
Without our volunteer members, Weston Fire could
not provide full fire attack responses, rescue
operations, or multiple ambulance responses.

To maintain great fire and emergency medical
services in 2008, Weston Fire must maintain full
participation by our volunteer members, maintain our
automatic response agreement with Wausau Fire,
and maintain the faster EMS response times
provided by paid EMT’s, on duty, ready to respond.



VILLAGE ADOPTS 2007 TAX
RATE AT $4.91; SAME RATE
AS 1999 REASSESSMENT YEAR

On November 26", the Village Board adopted the
2008 Operating Budget of $7,167,910, a 3.24%
increase from 2007. The Village’s tax rate was set at
$4.91, which is a $1.16 cent decrease from the
previous year’s tax rate of $6.07 for the 2007 budget.
Therefore, the Village share of taxes paid on a
$150,000 assessed value home for the 2007 tax bill
will be $737.

The other taxing jurisdictions have also set their tax
levies, and their tax rates are shown on the chart in
the next column. The lottery credit has also been
calculated and has decreased slightly to $93.65 for
the 2007 tax bills, as compared to $98.47 for 2006.

The total assessed tax rate will decrease by $3.63 (a
15.45% decrease) when compared to last year. If
you own a $150,000 home, the taxpayer will be
paying about $2,887 in total taxes, after the $93.65
lottery credit. Special assessments, delinquent
charges and garbage pickup charges would be extra.

2008 PROPERTY TAXES

Tax bills will be mailed to residents in December.
The 1% installment is due by January 31, however, if
you want to claim a property tax deduction on your
2007 income taxes, your payment must be
postmarked by Tuesday, December 31. The
preferred method of payment is by mail using the
envelope provided with your tax statement. If you'd
like to pay your taxes in-person, you can make your
payment at the Town Office, 5209 Mesker Street,
during the following times:

Saturday, December 22, 10:00 AM - 1:00 PM
Wednesday, December 26, 4:00 PM — 7:00 PM
Thursday, December 27, 10:00 AM- 1:00 PM
Thursday, January 31, 5:00 PM — 7:00 PM

Any refunds due from overpayment of escrow
checks will be processed and mailed in a timely
manner to taxpayers along with your receipt. If you
do not receive your tax bill or have any questions,
please call the Town Treasurer at (715) 241- 8209.

08 TOWN BUDGET ADOPTED

On November 29, at a special meeting of the
electors, the Town passed the 2008 budget of
$429,397.00. The Town’s local tax levy was set at
$0.6375 per $1,000.00 of assessed value and the
Town’s total 2007 highway expenditures were
approved pursuant to Sec. 82.03(4) of Wis. Statutes
in the amount of $87,800.

TOWN BOARD ELECTION

Two Town of Weston supervisor seats are up for
election in the April 1 spring election. Supervisors
Thomas Salzman and Robert Wesenick are up for
reelection. The term for these offices is two years
beginning on Tuesday, April 8. The 1% day to
circulate nomination papers is December 1, 2007,
and the final day for filing nomination papers is at

5:00 pm on Wednesday, January 2, 2008, in the
office of the Town Clerk. If you have any questions

FREE DRUG CARD OFFERED

Marathon County is one of the first counties in the
state to enroll in the National Association of
Counties Prescription Drug Discount Program. Card
users will see an average savings of 20 percent off
the retail price of commonly prescribed drugs. You
can pick up a card at the County Clerks office, public
libraries  Social Services, Marathon Health
Department, and the Village of Weston and Town of
Weston bulletin boards.

JOINT TOWN & VILLAGE
EXTRATERRITORIAL ZONING

In February 2006 the Village Board exercised their
extraterritorial zoning powers on the areas of the
Town of Weston within a 1-2 mile radius of the
current Village municipal boundary. In doing so, the
Village and Town created a Joint Extraterritorial
Zoning (ETZ) Committee, which was charged with
drafting a new zoning code and zoning map for this
area of the Town. After almost 1-2 years of
meetings, this new zoning code and map is ready for
public input and ultimately its adoption by the Village
Board. The ETZ Committee held a public hearing
on December 11, 2007 to gather public input and
comments and sent a positive recommendation of
this Code on to the Vilage Board. Per State
Statutes, the Village Board must now hold another
public hearing prior to its adoption by ordinance.
This second and final public hearing will be held on
December 17, 2007 at 6 pm at the Village Municipal
Center.

The Village/Town would like to thank the ETZ
Committee members: Mary Hancock, Kim Fischer,
Mike  Stenstrom, Mark Thompson, Randy
Christiansen and Milt Olson for their participation
and hard work during this process.

Village staff already processes building permits for
the Town and now, following this ETZ process, will
also begin processing rezoning and variance
requests for the Town of Weston and its residents.

BOARD APPROVES “DREAM”
SKATEBOARD PARK FOR 08’

The Village Board and Park & Recreation Committee
have approved the construction of an 8,000 square
foot skateboard park at Kennedy Park in 2008. The
park will be designed & constructed by Dreamland
Parks — the nation’s premier builder. Dreamland
parks has been endorsed by such notables as Tony
Hawk. Dreamland will consult a local advisory panel
of skaters led by Dwellers owner Jason Garvey
during the first week of January. The park will cost
approximately $250,000 and will be paid for by
donations, in-kind materials, parkland dedication fees
and room tax proceeds. The park is expected to be
completed by the time school ends in June of 2008. If
you are interested in providing input on any portion of
this project, please contact Shawn Osterbrink at the
Village of Weston Park Department at 359-9988 or
sosterbrink@westonwisconsin.org.

FORESTRY GRANT

The Village of Weston Park Department has been
approved to receive an Urban Forestry Grant from
the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources in
2008. The grant that was awarded is a 50/50
matching grant and will be used to fund several items
in the development of the Village’s Forestry Program.
In 2008, the Village will perform a street tree
inventory, develop a tree ordinance and put together
an Emerald Ash Borer Preparedness Plan. This is
the 2™ consecutive year that the Village has received
an Urban Forestry Grant from the Wisconsin
Department of Natural Resources.

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WESTON FIRE OFFERS BLOOD
PRESSURE SCREENINGS

As a small “thank you” to Weston citizens, The Weston
fire department is offering free blood pressure checks
at our fire station and at selected sites in the
community. Citizens can stop by the reception area of
the Public Safety Building at 5303 Mesker Street, from
8:00 AM through 4:30 PM, Monday through Friday, and
ask for a fire department member to be paged to
perform a blood pressure check. If fire crews are out
on a call, citizens may be asked to return later in the
day, or to call to assure crews are in the station.

Outside these daytime hours and on weekends, public
entrances to the fire station are secured. To obtain
blood pressure checks after hours, citizens are asked
to call 355-5419 and talk to a fire crew member who
can identify an entrance where crew members can
meet them and let them in the station.

Community blood pressure checks will be offered at
Ace Hardware on Saturday, December 22, 2007, and
Saturday, January 12, 2008, from 10:00 AM until noon.
They will also be offered at the Business 51 IGA store
on Tuesday, December 18, 2007, and Tuesday,
January 22, 2008, from 10:00 AM until noon.
Additional community sites will be added to make it
easy for citizens to get blood pressure checks while out
on errands and avoid a special trip to the fire station.

beginning the week of January 7" through the month of
January. Veolia Disposal, our refuse contractor, has
requested that the trees be cut in 4ft sections and be
placed on their side, next to your trash container, at the
curbside. Do not stand them in the snow banks, as
they tend to freeze and may become impossible to
remove.

SCOUTS CLEAN-UP LOCAL
ROADWAYS

On October 20, 2007 Boy Scout Troop 439 (with the
help of Service Project Chairman, Gayle Marshall),
volunteered their time
to help clean up along
the road on Schofield
Avenue between Ryan
Street and Highway J,
and on Camp Phillips,
between Weston
Avenue and Howland
Avenue in the Village of
Weston. There were 12 Boy Scouts (and 1 friend)
along with 5 adults that helped in picking up 26 bags of
garbage.




KEEP SIDEWALKS & ROADS
CLEAR

It is against the law to plow snow from your driveway
or parking lot onto any roadway. or to plow snow
across the street, as both of these instances can
create a safety hazard. If you have a sidewalk in front
or alongside your home or business, you have 48
hours after a snowfall to have it cleared so pedestrians
don'’t slip and fall. Failure to remove the snow and/or
ice from your sidewalk will result in the Village having
to clear it and the serviced charged to the property
owner the necessary charges, which include a fine of
$75, plus the cost of labor and equipment. Please
remember to follow the Village’s winter parking
restrictions so our plows can get through. All vehicles
must be off the roadway between the hours of 2:00
a.m. and 6:00 a.m. and any other hours deemed
necessary to allow for proper snow removal.

MAILBOX and GARBAGE
PLACEMENT

As a reminder, it is important to check
your mailbox for structural strength
and correct placement.  Required

placement of mailboxes within road

and street right of way dimensions can be obtained at
the Village of Weston Municipal Center. In accordance
to the ordinance adopted in 2000, Section 70.114 (a) &
(b), the Village of Weston and the Town of Weston will
not replace or repair mailbox covers that are damaged
due to the door being left open or actual mailboxes
being damaged, from snow being discharged from the
plow wing in the process of snow removal.

Also on garbage pickup day, please
place your trash container in your

driveway and/or off the street and as far
away from your mailbox as possible. This will allow the
plow operators to clear the snow without hitting it as
plow operators are mandated to not cross the
centerline of the street. The garbage truck will not have
a problem reaching your container from this location.
And most important of all, please try to stay at least
200 feet behind a snowplow and/or salt truck when
the driver is operating it. He’ll make frequent stops and
starts and may need to back up. We don't want
anyone to get hurt.

WESTON BUS SERVICE

With almost two years since under its belt, the Weston
Route K Bus Route continues to increase its ridership.
The Weston route, which began servicing the
community on January 2, 2006, (in response to the
needs of area employees, shoppers, senior citizens
and other area residents) has serviced close to 19,000
passengers this year with November and December
numbers still to come. This is over a 22% increase
from 2006 and equates to an average of 84 riders per
day, with the majority of those riders being adults and
the elderly and handicapped (65%).

The route which runs every 30 minutes Monday
through Friday from 5:50 a.m. to 6:20 p.m. and every
60 minutes on Saturdays includes stops at the Target /
Goodwill, Pick ‘N Save shopping district, the Aspirus
Clinic, the Weston Regional Medical Center, the DCE
High School and Junior High, Kennedy Park
Rehabilitation Center, and the Weston Aquatic Center.
This route is also accessible to the Alpine, Colonial
Gardens, and Green Acres mobile home parks.

Also included on all WATS buses are wheelchair lifts
for the disabled. If your disability prevents you from
using a WATS bus you may qualify for WATS+
Paratransit Service, which is a curb-to-curb van
service. For more information on eligibility, please call
842-9287.

Village of Weston Recycling Guide

Please place your recycling bins next to your mailbox and away from your waste container. This
will help our automated waste collection truck avoid damaging your recycling containers and your
mailbox. We suggest you put your waste container in your driveway in line with the back of your
mailbox so that it is off the road, but on the opposite side that your mailbox is on. If your mailbox
is on the right side of your driveway then put your waste container on the left side of your
driveway. Please see the Village’s website at http://www.westonwisconsin.org/utilities/garbage.php to
see standard drawings for the refuse container placement.

CONTAINER FOR “CO-MINGLE * (Any color bin)

#1 PLASTICS Rinse and remove caps and rings. (Look at bottom of container for number é?}).
No Kitty litter or ice cream pails, motor oil, or pesticide bottles!

#2 PLASTICS These plastics include milk jugs & detergent bottles. Rinse and remove caps and
rings. (Look at bottom of container for number 5’3).

GLASS Any color glass. Only bottles and jars. Rinse and remove cap and metal rings.
DO NOT BREAK GLASS!! NO CERAMICS, DISHES, OR
WINDOW/MIRROR GLASS!!

ALUMINUM CANS Do not crush cans. No pie pans, aluminum foil or scrap aluminum!

TIN/BI-METAL CANS Rinse cans, keep lid inside, and pinch top. Labels may stay on cans.

CONTAINER FOR PAPER PRODUCTS/FIBERS

CORRUGATED CARDBOARD Look for the “wavy” middle! Flatten boxes. They do not need to be tied.
OFFICE PAPER,NEWSPAPER, Place in a paper bag and then place next to cardboard. This includes egg cartons,
MAGAZINES - MIX PAPERS junk mail, non-metallic wrapping paper, pizza boxes, cereal boxes, soda/beer

cartons, newspapers, books, etc.

SPECIAL WASTE-RECYCLING

USED MOTOR OIL & Motor oil and antifreeze should be left curbside on your
ANTIFREEZE scheduled recycling day in a plastic container with lid. (milk jug with lid!)
BATTERIES Lead acid batteries. (car, lawnmower, motorcycle, etc.)
