










 

2010 BUDGET PUBLIC HEARING 
IS SCHEDULED FOR 
NOVEMBER 30th   
 

The Weston Village Board will hold 
a public hearing for the 2010 
Operating Budget and 2010 Capital 
Improvements Program (CIP) 
Budget on Monday, November 
30th at 6:00 p.m.   After the public 
hearing, the Village Board will make 
any final adjustments to the budget 
and adopt the 2010 Budget and the 
property tax levy for the December 

2009 tax bills.  All interested residents are welcome to 
attend the meeting.  Copies of the 2010 budget will be 
available for Village residents at the Weston Municipal 
Center front desk, beginning on Monday, November 9th.  
A copy of the 2010 budget will also be placed onto the 
Village of Weston website at www.westonwisconsin.org 
at that same time.  The Finance Department expects to 
be mailing out the 2009 tax bills during the week of 
December 7th.  The Village will continue to work with the 
local Weston banks and credit unions in the tax 
collection process during December 2009 and January 
2010.

BOYS & GIRLS CLUB & MIDDLE 
SCHOOL PARTNER 
 
The Boys & Girls Club 
opened its newest site at 
the DC Everest Middle 
School on October 5th and  
the response has exceeded 
expectations. In just one 
week, participation has 
grown from 21 students to 51 daily. Middle School 
Principal Dr. Casey Nye says that •It•s been a pleasure 
to see the steady growth and hear the positive buzz 
surrounding the Boys & Girls Club•s arrival. And I have 
to say this  brings a dramatic, positive change to our 
School after 2:30. It•s great for our kids and families.Ž   
The Club•s Middle School site is the result of an 18th 
month planning effort with the school•s faculty and 
administration. Boys & Girls Club Executive Director 
Brian Stezenski-Williams notes •We couldn•t be happier 
with the collaborative approach of the school•s 
leadership and staff, the school district and the great 
reception from the parents and kids.Ž  
 
The middle school site is open Monday … Friday from 
2:30 … 6:30pm. All DCE Middle School students are 
automatically enrolled as Club members free of charge 
unless their parents choose to un-enroll them.  

A sample of the daily programs includes:  
€ Free after-school snack 
€ Homework help  
€ Software training  
€ Art  
€ Cooking and nutrition activities 
€ Volunteer service projects  
€ Sports and fitness activities, including 

seasonal intramural leagues 
€ Social recreation activities 

 
The middle school site will be staffed by Hunter Navaro, 
the Club•s DC Everest After School Program 
Coordinator, two teacher-liaisons, Lisa Braun and Leslie 
Jeffers, as well as several part-time staff and volunteers. 
Dr. Nye thinks •It•s important for parents to know that the 
Boys & Girls Club site at the Middle School is 
professionally staffed and that the school has a strong 
presence through our liaisons who will be there daily.Ž   
 
The Middle School site and programs are important 
components of the Boys & Girls Club•s community-wide 
Impact 2012 initiative which has four basic goals:  

€ Improve academic performance among youth  
€ Increase good character and citizenship among 

youth  
€ Improve fitness and healthy life styles among 

youth 
€ Grow Boys & Girls Club membership from 

1,800+ to at least 2,300  
 
Funding for the Impact 2012 and the Middle School site 
possible comes from three main sources:  

€ 51% Boys & Girls Club fundraising from the 
community  

€ 28% Congressional appropriations through the 
US Department of Education secured by 
Congressman Dave Obey 

€ 22% United Way 
 

KEEP ROADS & SIDEWALKS 
CLEAR  
With winter right around the corner 
please remember that it is a violation of 
Village of Weston Ordinances to plow 
snow across the street, or onto any 
roadway.  if you have a sidewalk in front or alongside 
your home or business, you have 48 hours  after a 
snowfall to have it cleared, so pedestrians don•t slip and 
fall.  Failure to remove the snow and/or ice from your 
sidewalk will result in the Village having to clear it and 
assessing the property owner the actual cost or removal, 
plus a fine of $75. 

All vehicles must be off the roadway between the hours 
of 2:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. beginning October 31 st, 
and any other snow emergency times deemed 
necessary for proper snow removal.  Failure to comply 
will result in a citation issued by the police department.

OPEN BURNING 

Open burning in the Town of Weston is prohibited 

unless you are burning clean, dry wood for cooking 

or recreational purposes.  If burning clean, dry wood, 

you may only burn between the hours of 6:00 p.m. 

and Midnight with the exception of Sundays and 

legal holidays when no burning is permitted.  Other 

types of burning may be allowed only after a permit 

has been obtained from the Everest Metro Fire 

Chief.   

 

TRAFFIC SIGNS 

Traffic signs are very important to the safety of 

everyone that walks or drives a vehicle in the Town. 

If you ever see a sign that is down or damaged 

please take the time to report it to a town official or 

Everest Metro Police so it can be replaced before 

any serious accidents occur. 

 

DRIVEWAY CONSTRUCTION 

The town board and the Weston fire department 

would like to make residents aware of the ordinance 

concerning driveway construction.  If you have a 

long driveway, over 150 feet in length, it is your 

responsibility to ensure that a 21-ton fire truck is 

capable of getting to your house. We have several 

homes being built long distances off the road. The 

town board has an ordinance stating that driveways 

need to meet the following specifications: 

1. Proper drainage. There should be no topsoil, 

stumps or brush buried in the driveway. 

2. The driveway should be 17 feet wide on top 

with a 2:1 slope on the side for drainage. 

3. A base of 8 inches of compacted sand lift. 

4. Eight inches of crushed aggregate base on 

top to support a 21-ton fire truck. 

5. Clearance of 12 feet wide and13 feet height 

to allow fire trucks to enter without catching 

branches. 

6. Culverts need to be covered with crushed 

aggregate so they do not collapse. 

 

 

GOOD GOVERNMENT NEWS 

 

The Village of Weston sends out quarterly updates 

to its employees on standard business practices, 

operational efficiencies, and ethics. The “Tone at 

the Top” newsletter is included in employee payroll 

envelopes. The Fall 2009 edition includes topics on 

health insurance, budget savings, health insurance, 

safety, and travel / vehicle use… 

 

Weston saved over $120,000 in costs by using 

Village staff to rebuild the Municipal Center parking 

lot and waiting one year for asphalt prices to drop (a 

$40,000) savings. Village employees performed all 

of the prep work, including engineering and staking 

for this project… 

 

The Village’s Safety program experienced its 

second consecutive year of reduction in 

workplace injuries. This safety effort has reduced 

Village & EMPD workers compensation premiums by
